SCRAP AND REWORK

NICK GINERIS has given us some figures indicoting
that he and his committee with the help of the peaple
in the plant ore continuing to improve the overall
picture in the area of scrap and rework. Rework laber
for 1967, from the first of the yeor through August
amounted to $143,339. This year for the same period
this was reduced to $109,078 o saving of $34,261.
Similar scrap labor figures show o decrease from

$123,573, to $92,717, or o saving of $30,8536.

In percentage of rework to Standard Direct Labor the
July '68, figure was 6.2% ond in August was 5.9%.
The scrap percentage remained the some for both
months at 4.3%.
