Back in October of 1969 the obove statement waos
proven to be o statement of fact and ochievement, I
was in that month our foctory scrap hed been reduced
to our plant goal of 3.0% to our stondard direct labér.
Some six months later in April 1970 another goal had
been achieved. Qur plant rework had been reduced to
4.1% of our standord direct lobor.

In dollars and cents this meons for every dollor ($1.00)

spent on our stondard direct labor we spent an extra
03¢ for "'scrap’ and .041¢ for rework.

This was an accomplishment that could not have taken
place without the participotion of everyone in our
plant. No one wos left out in our efforts to attain our
goals.

This accomplishment was the result of team work!!

Here we are in August 1971 just 21 months from that
victorious day in October. Now instead of keeping our
“scrap and rework’' percentage neor our once attained
gool, we find our scrop hos risen from 3.0% to 4.9%
for an increase of 63%. We also find our rework has
taken o sharp increase from 4.1% to our present 5.8%
for an increase of 42%.

This unfortunate increase in our cost of scrap and re-
work comes of o time when our customers (YOU) are
being very discriminate in spending their dollars.
Our customers (YOU) ore demending "'Quality ond
Economy'” in the products they purchose. If our costs
continue to rise because of our scrap and rework we
will have to poss on this increose to our customer,
Sears. They in turn will pass it on to their customers
(YOU)! If the market price of our product is increased
we become less competitive aiid we then suffer in loss
of business. This becomes o vicious circle which most
certainly puts our company in @ very uncompromising
position. We suffer in loss of business due to poor
quelity and rising costs.

Again, everyone must set their sights on our goals of
