Recent absenteeism records indicate that many of our
employees have been afflected by the latest rash of

Nurse MARGE RYAN has volunteered the following
Medical Bulletin,

Flu symptoms may vary but usually include one or more
of the following: Headaches, dizziness, discomfort in
the eyes, sore throat, muscular aches throughout the
body, coughing and high temperature.

The Public Health Service is advising that anyone
having these symptoms do the following:

1. Rest in bed.

2. Force fluids into the system.
