AM.

Roper begon producing garden tractors in 1958 and it
was not until 1969 that the 250,000th tractor was pro-
duced.

The day began with a
ceremony at the end of Line #1 when the brilliant color-
ed white, gold, and chrome unit was unveiled by JIM

president MR. SEAGRAVE and the other by our tractor
buyer from Sears MR, LEIGH RAWSON.
